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Dear Friends,

Knowing that most of you did not completely distance 
yourself from church this summer (thanks be to God) I 
am aware, however, that it’s not unusual for some folks 
to change their church participation patterns during the 
summer months.  Worship and Sunday school times 
may change. Choirs and praise bands sometime take the 
summer off. And all too frequently, church attendance 
and offerings go down during this season of the year.

But now it’s September! Now, kids are back in school. Summer vacations are 
over. Church activities have picked-up. Summer is rapidly coming to a close.  
It’s back to church time. At this point you may be wondering if you are ready 
for all that lies ahead in the coming new season of the year. You may be 
feeling a little apprehensive or overwhelmed by the transition. Or, having just 
been renewed by summer’s rest and relaxation, you might be enthusiastic and 
energized by this exciting ministry opportunity and kingdom building task.

There is indeed much to think about and do, as fall arrives. We give attention 
to the observance of Hispanic Heritage Month (September 15 – October 15), 
increase the rhythm of church meetings and program ministries, and look 
forward to the Festival of Sharing (October 6) at Otterbein College: naming 
only a few things on our calendars.  Also, there are those annual church/
charge conferences to prepare for - and much, much more of course!  How you 
approach these activities can make a difference in both process and results.  
In my article last month I mentioned a book that I was reading by Nell Mohney 
titled ñRunning the Marathon of Life.ò I have now ýnished the book. Itôs a 
wonderful inspirational piece. On page 22 she makes this observation:

The biggest threat for Christians today, it seems to me, 
is not being burned at the stake or fed to the lions but 
becoming apathetic and doing nothing to change our 
culture – and, thus, the future of our children and grand 
children. We need to heed the words of Paul to all Christian 
disciples to “be strong in the grace that is in Christ Jesus.”  
We also need to be reminded by the words of Christ himself

to count the cost of true discipleship and, then, to pick up 
our crosses with courage and commitment (Mark 8: 34-
35). This, after all, is what discipleship is all about.

To transition from a summer pattern of ministry activities to a back-to-church 
rhythm (so to speak), I encourage you to be very intentional about pursuing 
the mission of the church with grace and the power of Christ. Our purpose is 
to change society and the world for Jesus Christ. We are called to transform 
the existing culture into the kingdom of God where everyone is welcomed 
and accepted - and love, compassion, forgiveness, peace, and justice are the 
guiding principles of life and relationships.

While on vacation last month I went ý shing in Lake Erie. This is something Iôve 
done many times before over the years. The ý shing is always good no matter 
how many or how few ý sh I manage to catch.  Sometimes I take a charter in 
search of walleye , bass or perch. This time I ý shed from a peer near Crane 
Creek Wildlife Reserve. No matter what Iôm ý shing for my experience is the 
same.  I missed more ý sh than I catch. Usually, the ý sh are biting but I lack 
the skills to catch each one that bites. Sometimes I get angry at my self or 
the ý sh, and at other times itôs down right frustrating. But in the ý nal analysis 
the ý shing is always good. Itôs good because I enjoy the activity and I am 
engaging the ý sh.

It occurs to me that when we are intentional about Christian mission and 
doing ministry for the kingdom, it is always good. We may not catch every ý sh 
that bites but the process creates good results. One day as Jesus walked 
along the shore of Lake Galilee, he said to Peter and Andrew who were ý shing 
in the lake: ñFollow me, and I will make you ý sh for people.ò Immediately the 
brothers followed Jesus to become ý shers of peopleôs souls. Later on Peter 
became part of Jesusô inner circle. He was perhaps the ý rst one to recognize 
that Jesus was the Christ. He preached the ý rst Christian sermon on the Day 
of Pentecost, and is acknowledged by many as the foundation of the Christian 
church. What an amazing result – a good result, indeed!

Keeping things the same and ý tting comfortably into the status quo falls way 
short of true discipleship. Future generations are depending on you and me to 
transform the world into a much better place for all of God’s creation.      

It is my prayer that this back–to-church season will be a time of transformation 
for you, and will bring you and your ministry closer to the kingdom of God.  
Are you ready?

Gil Rendle, in his book Leading the Change in the Congregation (The Alban 
Institute, 1998, available from Cokesbury), points out that we are in a 
cultural shift from a time of honoring “sameness” to a time of honoring 
“difference.”  Many of us grew up in congregations during a time when we 
expected our congregations to behave the same way as other congregations 
of our faith tradition. Much of this expectation was based on a culture that 
reinforced sameness.

For example, Rendle asks, “How many different types of telephones could 
you choose from in 1947 if you wanted an extra telephone in your house?” 
Of course it didn’t usually occur to folks in 1947 that they might even need 
or want more than one phone in their house. But if you needed a phone, you 
got the “standard issue” telephone, which was black, heavy, with a rotary 
dial, and a wire that attached it to your wall (actually the phone in our house 
would have been of that style without the rotary dial until the mid 1950’s).  
At any rate, you got what everybody else got because the assumption was 
that if you needed a telephone, you needed what everyone else needed. 

This cultural sameness applied to our homes, our appliances, our social 
groups, and our congregations. If you were Methodist, you worshipped like 
all other Methodist churches, using the same liturgy as all other Methodists 
at 11:00 am on Sunday morning. You had the same administrative 
committees and meetings on the same weekday evenings. You had the 
same Christian education groups, the same Epworth League, the same 
Women’s Society of Christian Service, and you sent your mission dollars to 
the same denominationally sponsored missionaries.

The assumption was that if you were Methodist you did what other 
Methodists did, and if you were looking for a church, you could (and should) 
pick from any of the “standard issue” Methodist congregations that were 
near your home.  After all, they were all the same in a one-size-ýts-all 
world.

You know as well as I do that we no longer live in such a world that honors 
sameness – the culture today honors difference. Gil Rendle notes that 
just as people expect to ýnd telephones in a seemingly unending array of 
choices, people seeking a shared faith require congregations offer paths and 
programs to meet their speciýc and unique needs and desires.

Churches now need to offer worship services speciýcally designed for 
the worshippers they hope to attract, short term task forces that will 
accommodate the busy lifestyles of members in ways that standing 
committees cannot, several womenôs groups that ýt the age and

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interests of their participants, and ways to support mission programs and 
missionary personnel that have a speciýc appeal or relationship to this one 
congregation.

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Holistic Health Ministry: 
New Life at New Life UMC
While in a ýrst glance one might think that New Lifeôs Holistic Health 
Ministry is a ñsocial serviceò, this is deýnitely not the case. As a site visitor, 
I was impressed with the truly holistic nature of this new ministry at New 
Life UMC, literally bringing new life to this church. Not only were patients 
seen by a caring doctor who sees this ministry as a way she can grow as a 
disciple of Jesus Christ, but every one of them was prayed over as part of 
their visit. Meanwhile, during the breakfast on Sunday morning, devotions 
were shared about Jesus at the center of each of our lives. This is truly a 
disciple-making, vital congregation that enables volunteers and recipients 
to grow in their faith. It is holistic, in the sense that Wesley, and Jesus are 
holistic- caring for mind, body and spirit.

Here is a story or two from this exciting new ministry offered two Sunday 
mornings a month at New Life UMC. Pastor Jennifer tells the story of a 45-
year-old woman who had been homeless most of her life, and recently 
found out she had cancer. Friends from the church prayed over her for 
healing. She went to her doctor for a check-up and there was no sign of any 
cancer. She sees this as a sure sign of God’s healing touch. Recently, she 
ýnally got an apartment ï another answered prayer!

Several volunteers, including the doctor mentioned above, have seen this 
ministry as a call from God, a way for them to live out their faith as disciples 
of Jesus Christ. Persons have come from several different churches, because 
they feel attracted by the way this ministry responds to mind, body and 
spirit. One person prays with each person after they have seen the doctor, 
responding to their spiritual needs along with their physical needs. Every 
person so far has sought out prayer along with his or her doctor visit.

The goal of this ministry is to eventually turn the parsonage next to the 
church into a Holistic Health Ministry site, so that they can be open one 
night a week as well as Sunday mornings, have an exam room, lab, and 
space for small groups to meet. They hope to include grief recovery groups, 
parenting classes and other health related groups in this outreach ministry.

New Life Holistic Health Ministry is in need of more doctors who are willing 
to volunteer their time seeing patients once or twice a month. Other 
volunteers to take blood pressure and do the initial screening would also 
be welcome.

Approval of the pastor of 
the participant’s church and the charge conference or church council of the 
local church is also required for one to become a Local Church Lay Speaker.

Advanced Lay Speaking Class
Those who are Local Church or District Lay Speakers may take the Advanced 
Class that will be offered.  The advanced class is entitled “Justice in 
Everyday Lifeò.  In this class, participants will discover the power of inspiring 
others to a deeper commitment to Christ and to more faithful discipleship. 
Modeled after the callings of the United Methodist Social Principles, this 
course delves into existing issues surrounding matters of faith and practices. 
Justice in Everyday Life encourages lay speakers to thoughtfully and 
candidly examine the Social Principles. In this course, participants will learn 
how to expand a network of support, deepen the practice of means of grace, 
understand, form and nurture partnerships, create a climate of hospitality.

Classes will meet on Friday, October 26 from 6:30 to 9:30 pm and on 
Saturday, October 27, from 8:30 am to 4:30 pm.  Students are required 
to attend both Friday and Saturday classes to receive certiýcation for the 
course.
